WHAT IS RALLY
OBEDIENCE?

As of January 2012, Rally Obedience (commonly simply called
Rally-O) will become an official dog competition sport in

Australia. Rally-O is a fun form of obedience. A Rally-O course
IS set out with numbered stations includinga  Start and Finish.

Competitors have the opportunity to walk the course to become
familiar with it before competing. Participants then navigate the
course by following the numbers and carrying out the exercise

shown on the sign positioned at each of the numbered stations,

with dogs working in the “Heel” position between exercises. At Nov-
ice level, dogs

negotiate a course having between 10 and 15 stations (not including the start and finish)
and work on lead during the test.

Unlike obedience, where competitors wait for direction from the judge before performing
an exercise, in Rally-O competitors run the course on their own. Rally-O handlers are also
encouraged to talk to and encourage their dog as they make their way around the course.
If you’ve never had the confidence to attempt competing in an Obedience trial here are
some reasons you might consider Rally-O:

1.Your dog is on lead for the whole test in Novice level.

2. Handlers in a Rally-O competition are encouraged to talk to and encourage their dog as
they make their way around the course

3.You can give more than one command for each exercise.

4.Your dog isn’t handled by the judge, so dogs that are uncomfortable with strangers don’t
become stressed

5. Dogs don’t have to work near other dogs, so dogs that are uncomfortable with

dogs close by don’t become stressed or reactive. (there are no group stays)

Rally-O promises to be a fun addition to the dog sport scene.

Indi had problems mark-
ing the dummie that went over the rise and the distance was a bit daunting for her, but to
her credit she used her nose and found the dummie and delivered it to me as soon as she
could get back. All the dogs had no trouble going through dense cover and a bit of a la-
goon with a tree in it. Norma’s Poppy (Weimarner) had some problems going through the
water and had to be restarted a couple of times to get her to run through the lagoon, but
Poppy succeeded with Norma’s consistent patience. We then moved to the dam where all
the dogs loved best and retrieved successfully each time, eager to do more. We finished
with all wanting more, but the key to success is not to be tempted to over do it & leaving
the dogs and people wanting more for next time. Russell & | then headed to the Howlong
bakery for a nice lunch before returning home in the afternoon. Norma had visitors com-
ing so headed straight home. We were all pretty please with ourselves and our dogs pro-
gress.
